World Daffodil Day
ON THIS DAY
1866: Civilla Martin was born in Nova Scotia. A pastor’s wife, in 1904 she wrote the hymn "God Will Take Care of You."

1887: Phillies’ pitcher Dan Casey struck out in the 9th inning of a game against the New York Giants. The event inspired Ernest L. Thayer to write the classic poem "Casey at the Bat."

1904: William "Count" Basie was born in Red Bank, New Jersey. His hits included "Open the Door, Richard," "April in Paris," "One O’Clock Jump," and "Jumpin’ at the Woodside." He died in 1984.

1908: Washington Senator catcher Gabby Street caught a baseball thrown from the top of the 500-foot-tall Washington Monument. He missed the first 12 balls thrown.

1935: Benny Goodman, introducing a new "big-band" jazz style, opened at the Palomar Ballroom in Los Angeles and was hailed as "The King of Swing." The swing era had begun.

1976: RCA Victor records announced sales of Elvis Presley records had passed 400 million. 

1986: Colin Watson and Andre Douglas each set the world hairdressing record in Northcliff, South Africa, by cutting, setting, and styling hair continuously for 408 hours. That's 17 days.

1987: The movie Dirty Dancing opened throughout North America. It starred Patrick Swayze, Jennifer Grey, and Jerry Orbach.

1991: In Independence, Missouri, the owner of a Domino’s Pizza restaurant, dressed as a giant red rabbit to attract business, was knocked unconscious by Bobo the Clown, who was promoting a Pizza Hut across the street. The rabbit declined to press charges.

1995: Philip Morris and R.J. Reynolds agreed to drop libel suits against ABC News after the network apologized for reporting a year earlier that cigarette makers added nicotine in order to addict smokers.

1997: Children on bicycles in Granite City, Illinois, cornered and captured a 5-year-old stray dog nicknamed Cookie that had run loose for at least five days with a bubblegum jar stuck on her head. Cookie apparently had tried to drink rain water out of the jar. The Humane Society saw to it that Cookie fully recovered.

1998: Actor Wesley Snipes received a star on the Hollywood Walk of Fame.

2002: President Bush told reporters at his Texas ranch that ousting Iraq's Saddam Hussein was "in the interests of the world" but indicated the U. S. was in no hurry.

2003: Alabama's top judge, Chief Justice Roy Moore, lashed out at his colleagues who ordered a Ten Commandments monument removed from the rotunda of the state judicial building.

TODAY IN CHRISTIAN HISTORY
1741: George Frideric Handel shuts himself up in his home to begin writing "Messiah." He finished the composition 23 days later. "Whether I was in the body or out of the body when I wrote it, I know not," he later said.

1874: Henry Ward Beecher, a popular Congregational clergyman from Connecticut, is accused of adultery. Sued for $100,000 by the alleged adulteress's husband, the brother of Harriet Beecher Stowe (and son of evangelical leader Lyman Beecher) would eventually be exonerated by his congregation and the jury (which voted 9-3 in favor of Beecher).

1940: The Russian Jew turned Bolshevik, Leon Trotsky, is murdered in Mexico city. As a young man, he and his friend Abraham Silverstein had an opportunity to hear the gospel of Christ. Silverstein went into the church, was converted and became a missionary to Jews. Trotsky rejected the gospel and died an atheist at the hands of his former comrades. 
1978: Death of Robert T. Ketcham. He was one of the founders of the General Association of Regular Baptists and a notable preacher and soul winner. Over five thousand people professed Christ under his preaching. He personally baptized 3,093 individuals. 500,000 copies of his books are in print and millions of copies of his pamphlets.

DRIVE TIME DEVOTIONAL
David tells us three things we must do to come out of troubles. First, he tells us to "extol the Lord" (Psalm 34:1). When we bless the Lord for all His benefits, "boast in the Lord" for His attributes, and "glorify" the Lord for His deliverance (vv. 1-3), we are focusing on Him and not on the trouble. How easy it is to let the trouble take over our thinking to the point that we forget how great God is! Second, he tells us he "sought the Lord" (Psalm 34:4). To seek the Lord means "to inquire diligently, to reach a place of desperation": "this poor man called, and the Lord heard him" (v. 6). Hezekiah turned his face to the wall, Moses stretched out his rod, Peter put on his sandals...and God delivered from sickness, danger and imprisonment. Finally, David said to "fear the Lord" (Psalm 34:9), which means we must reexamine every area of our lives to be certain our giving, our words and our relationships are in order. When we "extol the Lord," "seek the Lord" and "fear the Lord," we will be delivered from our troubles!

Would Your Workplace Qualify? 

The 2015 list of Best Christian Workplaces has been released. Certified, no less. It is based on research conducted by the Best Christian Workplaces Institute. Great name. 

According to their press release, “Certified Best Christian Workplaces are global and represent all facets of ministries from churches, private schools, universities, parachurch missions, product and services, book publishers and radio stations. This year we have added Christian led businesses.” Wow…that’s some collection!

True to their previous research, the BCWI surveyed more than 180,000 employees. They ask more than 50 questions. Apparently organizations have valued being on this list with a number of them surveying staff “to discover the health of their workplace culture.” For a complete list of results check the website. (http://www.bcwinstitute.com/bcwlists.html)

I always scan the list to see how many Chicago area organizations are on it. Also to see who is NOT on it. And to appreciate the organizations I’m connected to in one way or another.

For example, my radio show producer is a graduate of Olivet Nazarene University. They made the list. Last week, I did my radio show at the Global Leadership Summit at Willow Creek Church in Barrington, Illinois. They’re ALWAYS on the list. The Coalition for Christian Outreach in Pittsburgh made the list. A highly reputable group I’ve known from my days in “The ‘Burgh.”

Several ministry organizations, whose leaders I know, are NOT on the list. To be fair, that is because a ton of these people do not enlist in the survey process. In one case I know of, failure to make the list three or four years running caused this one organization to step back and try to figure out why! Good idea.

So I decided to think of what really should characterize a “Christian Workplace” — be it for profit or nonprofit. I really don’t like using “Christian” as an adjective. But for this exercise, I accept the term as an environment where Christ-like attitudes are the prevailing mindset. And I have a short list. Not a complete list. A short list.

First, it should be a place of safety. Can a person speak openly and freely about legitimate concerns and not worry about losing their job? Can a person ask difficult questions? Does the person feel “safe”?

Secondly, does the company encourage advancement? This is a difficult and challenging area for several reasons. Finding the right people for the right job only to lose them after training is painful. Also, once a team is in place and is functioning well, having key members advance out makes it difficult. But if our mindset is to grow and encourage others’ development, it is part of the cost.

Thirdly, how does conflict resolution get handled? Jesus always encouraged relationships to be the priority. When a management level person KNOWS there are strained or dysfunctional relationships, every effort should be made to help those coworkers resolve their issues.

Fourth. How is pay determined? More often these days I hear of “ministry oriented” organizations cutting costs by reducing people to part time to save on benefits. When the value of a person is only as good as a minimum effort of compensation and benefits, can we truly say we have a heart for people?

Fifth…on a list that could easily be longer…is the matter of staying with what is often termed integrity. When commitments are made they are kept. Intentional deception is forbidden. Corners to quality are not cut short in favor of profitability. 

A “Christian Workplace” isn’t just about what management does. It is often what management requires. And on this front, it means employees are expected to do the job as outlined. To work a full day and show up on time. Not to “fudge” in their own ways, diminishing performance. And to work with spirit and a good attitude. Certain companies are much better at hiring to these ends, and at holding people accountable, than others. 

A sober reminder about work can be found in Ecclesiastes 9:10: “Whatever work you do, do your best, because you are going to the grave, where there is no working, no planning, no knowledge, and no wisdom.” (NCV)

One day, Christ-followers will be given a new heaven and a new earth. And while I didn’t see it listed as one of the “Best Christian Workplaces,” I can assure you…it will be.
