1951: "The Dinah Shore Show" premiered following the NBC network news. The 15-minute, twice weekly show featured pianist Ticker Freeman and The Vic Shoen Orchestra, and the vocal quintet The Notables.  The Harry Zimmerman Orchestra took over in 1954 and The Skylarks replaced The Notables in 1955. In 1956 NBC added "The Dinah Shore Chevy Show" as an hour-long monthly variety special. A year later Dinah moved  to Sunday nights, where she reigned until 1963. 

1957: Brunswick Records released The Chirping Crickets, an album that contained the Crickets' hits "That'll Be the Day," "Maybe Baby," and "Not Fade Away." It was the only Buddy Holly album released during his lifetime.

1964: Singer Mick Jagger was fined 16 pounds for drunk driving in Staffordshire, England.

1967: The pneumatic chicken gun was introduced. It fired dead chickens at speeds up to 600 miles an hour and was used by the Canadian National Research Council to test airplane parts likely to be struck by high-flying birds.  ***MARLAR: Also useful during holiday dinners that need to be sped up.

1969: History’s most prolific daddy dog died in London. In eight years Mrs. Bruna Amhurst’s champion greyhound Low Pressure sired 2,414 registered puppies and at least 600 others. His nickname was Timmy.

1977: Former sweat hog Vinnie Barbarino changed his name to Tony Manero and set box office records as Saturday Night Fever opened in the U.S. Actor John Travolta was a superstar.

1983: The Associated Press reported U.S. stores nationwide were being besieged by shoppers searching for Cabbage Patch Kids, stuffed dolls with computer-generated faces.

1989: Paul McCartney hinted that there might eventually be a reunion of the three remaining Beatles. George Harrison immediately responded that, "There won't be a Beatles reunion as long as John Lennon remains dead."

1989: University of Chicago doctors implanted part of a woman`s liver in her 21-month-old daughter in the nation`s first living donor liver transplant.

1991: Undertaker defeated Hulk Hogan for the World Wrestling Federation’s World Championship.

1991: Both houses of Congress approved $70-billion in additional borrowing authority for the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation because of  a record number of savings-and-loan failures.

1997: Hall of Fame first baseman Buck Leonard died in North Carolina at age 90. In the Negro Leagues he hit .340 lifetime and averaged 34 home runs during his 17-year career.

2003: A young boy was recovering in Warrington, England, after being hit by a car and trapped under it. Lisa Hodgkinson, a 126-pound passerby pushed a BMW off Jean-Luc Archer even with the driver still traumatized with his foot on the brake. The boy wasn't breathing, so Lisa administered mouth-to-mouth resuscitation until paramedics arrived. Jean-Luc regained consciousness after four days and dubbed Lisa "Wonder Woman."

2003: President Bush arrived in Iraq under the cover of darkness in a surprise visit to U.S. forces in Baghdad to help serve them their Thanksgiving dinner. 

TODAY IN CHRISTIAN HISTORY
1095: In France, Pope Urban II solemnly proclaimed the First Crusade at the Council of Clermont. Urban's twin-purpose was to relieve the pressure by the Seljuk Turks on the Eastern Roman Empire, and to secure free access to Jerusalem for Christian pilgrims.

1755: Land for the first Jewish settlement in America was purchased by Joseph Salvador, who bought 10,000 acres near Fort Ninety-Six, in the southern part of the Carolina Colony.

1862: Birth of Adelaide Pollard, Presbyterian hymnwriter. Plagued with frail health most of her life, she lived the life of a mystic. Of the several hymns she penned, "Have Thine Own Way, Lord" is still popular today.

SECRETS OF THE UNIVERSE
Why do stores sell things for a penny under the dollar? Why sell something for $7.99 instead of just $8.00?

Melville Stone, who worked his way up from newspaper carrier to publisher of the Chicago Daily News, first started his newspaper in 1875, the price was a penny. Circulation rose rapidly at first, then leveled off. Then sales started lagging. When Stone investigated why fewer people were buying his paper, he discovered the problem had nothing to do with its quality. Pennies were in short supply. Stone decided he had to do something. First he traveled to the United States mint in Philadelphia and brought about the transfer of barrels of pennies to Chicago. The problem then became how to get the pennies into circulation. So Stone persuaded Chicago merchants to sponsor "odd-price sales," during which they would sell their merchandise for a penny under the regular price. The odd prices did the trick. People had pennies again, and Stone’s paper flourished. And that is why store items today cost "$8.99," or $12.99," instead of even dollar amounts. ***MARLAR: Sure, it's an odd story... but it pays off in the end, doesn't it!

(Woman's Day) Each winter there are about 1 to 2 billion colds in the U.S., says Neil Schachter, M.D., professor of medicine and medical director of respiratory care at the Mount Sinai Medical Center and author of "The Good Doctor's Guide to Colds and Flu." To help you stay well, here are some reality checks on some common misconceptions: 

· Old thinking -- Kissing spreads colds. Truth is you're more likely to get a cold from a handshake than a kiss. Surprised? Think about it: How many germy surfaces have your hands touched today, and how many have your lips touched? To be on the safe side, try to avoid any direct contact with people who are sick. 

· Old thinking -- A flu shot can give you the flu. Truth is the vaccine contains a dead virus, which can't cause the flu. However, you may experience some pain or soreness at the site of the injection, or a low grade fever that lasts for a couple of days. This is a normal reaction that means your body is responding to the vaccine. 

· Old thinking -- You should never work out with a cold. Truth is moderate activity is a good way to promote sinus drainage, which can prevent that cold from turning into sinusitis. But if you're running a fever or feeling totally exhausted, then common sense tells you it's better to rest. 

· Old thinking -- You're not contagious unless you have a fever. Truth is you could actually be contagious before obvious symptoms, including fever, ever begin. The best advice to be cautious during cold and flu season and wash your hands frequently to avoid spreading germs.

When Travel Unravels 

In case you are wondering, Thanksgiving may or may not be the busiest travel time of the year. There seems to be disagreement here. The Department of Transportation claims Thanksgiving is the busiest long-distance travel day overall. BUT…91 percent of that travel turns out to be by automobile. For air travelers and other commercial modes, Orbitz still crowned Thanksgiving Eve numero uno.
This provides a good opportunity to share the ongoing woes of today’s air travelers. This is kindled freshly in my mind as I recently had long distance flights to Israel and back. Also, my son and daughter-in-law just arrived from California with stories. 
But let’s start with this recent headline from the Chicago Tribune: “5 Reasons United Might Finally Be Improving Its On-Time Rate.” After all, United is the world’s second-largest airline. And let’s admit ... the friendly skies get less friendly if you keep showing up late!
To the good credit side, United is making some progress under their new CEO. October was one of their best months in their history. On the poor performance side, this rough assessment: “In 2012, United botched its combination of the merged airlines' reservation systems, the technological backbone of an airline. For months, glitches and poor airport employee training led to rampant flight delays and cancellations. That damaged United’s profits as corporate customers fled to competitors.”
So the price of customer dissatisfaction supposedly means you lose business. But not so fast. There’s still a ways to go.
First, has anyone noticed the airline rows are narrower? Seats getting smaller? Legroom shorter? If you haven’t, you may not fly a lot.
These three scrunching techniques that bug paying customers drive improved profits for the airline. Forget the long lost meals on long domestic flights. Ignore those commercials showing comfy passengers on a plane. Get real…and get scrunched. 
I’m an oversized customer to the airline. I’m around 6’2” tall and over 200 pounds. Fairly broad shoulders. On our recent Israel trip, I had an aisle seat, which helped me avoid crushing other passengers by climbing over them to get something overhead or use the washroom. 
However, during the twelve hour flight, I mistakenly put my elbows on the arm rest. This resulted in cart bruising. Then there were the people bringing their luggage on board smashing my sides as they navigated to their seats. And the up-and-down-the-aisle bumps from passengers during the flight. Admittedly, I was in economy. But I was flying on the airline that used to brag they were something “special in the air”!
But among the worst passenger offenses these days is the boarding procedure. On these same flights, you are put into groups. Pity those in “Group 5.” You might have considered traveling with the bags.
Priority boarding now offers early access to about ten groups BEFORE they get to the Group 1 ticket holders. This includes any of the airlines’ favored status people. I was in the “Oh, are you actually flying with us?” group. It was my fellow passengers, however, who got the brunt of the problem.
These days, the airlines let you bring rollerboard suitcases on to cram in the overhead compartments. If you are in the highly favored groups, your super size bags usually get on — even if you take up all the space to the end of the plane. This leaves NO room for the bags of the later boarders. So the airline requires these poor folks to now check their bag before getting on the plane. Sayonara, needed travel items! Many tail end customers had to check bags.
One in our group had her medications in said bag. She was told there was “no room in the bin.” (Sounds like a modern day Christmas story.) This was on the short flight. BUT…since her bag was being automatically sent now to its “final destination,” she was without her travel bag until we arrived in Israel! Her pleas earned no sympathy. 
This is, of course, a fixable problem in two ways. Keep your on board luggage privileges the same, and order planes with bigger capacity. OR…change those baggage size rules so that customers don’t take their wardrobe on the plane. I have been flying for years. This has become a more recent problem because business travelers don’t want to wait for luggage. And who can blame them? (That is an issue to be addressed next week.)
Regrettably, these issues of crammed in customers and oversized luggage in the bins is unlikely to get resolved without customer revolt. As long as people are willing to pay for being mistreated, the treatment won’t change.
The Bible, of course, says nothing about elbow and legroom. Or overhead bins. Or on-time flights. It does, however, encourage good treatment. Try this: “When a stranger sojourns with you in your land, you shall not do him wrong.” (Leviticus 19:33, ESV)
And for goodness sake, don’t lose his luggage!
